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Among the array of services provided by Spurwink is Shared Living. In the
Shared Living service, Spurwink partners with caring families and
community members to help adults with intellectual and developmental
disabilities create meaningful and connected lives. This is a home and
community-based program funded by MaineCare, in which a community
member shares their home and provides support for an individual with an
intellectual or developmental disability. The provider receives a $45,645 tax-
free stipend along with reimbursement for room and board.

A Proud Supporter for a Much-Needed  Cause  

One such provider is Susan, who provides support as a Shared Living
Provider to her son, Curtis, who has been diagnosed with Autism and
Achondroplasia, a form of dwarfism. After Curtis aged out of school and
while Susan worked, he was receiving home support, which did not work
out for their family. “Before Shared Living, we had so many in-home
workers who didn’t get me, who didn’t always show up, and who quit on
me,” Curtis noted. “My Shared Living goals are fun. I do my physical therapy
exercises every day. I love to go grocery shopping, to cook, and to go out
with mom and do stuff. When the weather is nice, I like to walk outside with
my Nordic Poles.”

Spurwink is proud to support the Autism Society of Maine and its 22nd Walk
for Autism, as the two agencies share aligned missions and values of
supporting those affected by behavioral and mental health challenges.

Susan has been a Shared Living Provider with
Spurwink for three years and noted that she
appreciates the support offered to her, which
enables her to be able to better meet Curtis’ needs.
“He has his own spaces that he can decorate and
organize any way he wants…This is the happiest he
has been.” When asked why Shared Living is a
good option for their family, Susan said that it’s
“because of the consistency. Having multiple staff
coming and going makes it very difficult for Curtis
to function at his highest level. It’s now much less
stressful for both of us. Curtis’ quality of life has
improved significantly since we have been able to
do Shared Living.”
